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DOR ruling
withdrawn

against Sudden
Valley

SUDDEN VALLEY — On Feb. 28, the
Department of Revenue (DOR) withdrew
the letter ruling issued against the Sudden
Valley Community Association (SVCA) re-
garding the matter of any unclaimed trans-
fer fee refunds.

In late October 2022, the Association be-
came aware through social media posts of
a binding letter ruling that had been issued
against the SVCA by the DOR.

The ruling was issued in response to an
inquiry by a current board director on the
question of whether unreturned fees iden-
tified as part of the transfer fee refund pro-
gram would have to be returned to the state
as unclaimed funds after a period of three
years.

The Association’s general counsel, act-
ing on behalf of the Association, requested
the DOR withdraw the ruling as void and
unenforceable as the Association did not
authorize any of its representatives to re-
quest the ruling, and the individual who
requested the ruling did so without the
knowledge or approval of the Association.

The director’s inquiry also lacked back-
ground as to why legal counsel had ad-
vised the additional transfer fee policy be
rescinded or the subsequent opinion writ-
ten regarding any unclaimed transfer fees
remaining at the expiration of the refund
program.

The transfer fee refund program was im-
plemented in October 2022 after the SVCA
Board of Directors, under the advisement
of SVCA’s legal counsel, voted unanimous-
ly to rescind Policy 2016-1 - Capital Hold-
ings Transfer Fee.

The rescinded 2016 policy imposed an
additional transfer fee of one-quarter of 1%
of the sale price on all home/lot sales with-
in Sudden Valley.

The fee was deemed inappropriate and
a refund program was implemented to al-
low a buyer or seller who paid the addition-
al transfer fee to claim a refund.

IN THE DAYS OF YORE ...

id you know that Sudden Valley was once

home to a beautiful, covered bridge?
Although Sudden Valley’s covered

bridge was built in 1971, it was a tradi-

tional timber-truss bridge with wood
decking and siding. Wooden bridges are covered to
extend their lifespan by protecting the wooden struc-

tural members from the weather.

While covered bridges are known to last upwards
of 100 years, Sudden Valley’s covered bridge suc-

cumbed to rot in just 18 short years.

The covered bridge was closed in 1988 as manage-
ment and community members called for preserving

Unilect contract approved, website improvements coming

SUDDEN VALLEY — In preparation for
the Sudden Valley Community Association’s
election thisfall, the SVCA Board of Directors
approved a contract with Unilect.

The contract was negotiated during the
Feb. 9 general meeting.

It then came before the board at the

March 9 meeting with the proposed
changes.

The contract is the same as in previ-
ous years, with the exception of the agreed
upon dates which can be viewed in the
meeting packet through the Sudden Valley
Community Association website.

For this year’s election, ballots are
scheduled to be mailed to members on
Sept. 27 and the deadline for receipt of
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mailed ballots is noon Now. 3.

SVCA’s website will be receiving long-
awaited improvements after the board
approved funding to begin the improve-
ments. In 2022, $10,483 was set aside for
improvements to the site to improve user
experience, but the work was not complet-
ed. Recently, the website has been experi-
encing “major issues with its foundational
infrastructure,” according to a summary of
the plan.

SVCA Manager Jo Anne Jensen said the
request for funding is open-ended because
it’s not possible to know the ancillary costs
that would be incurred to review and reor-
ganize the content.

Jensen gave the example of needing
to hire temporary labor to upload, re-
name, and relink documents from one of
the three sites where content is currently
stored.

The new design is similar to the current
one, but simplifies the layout and modern-
izes functional elements. Jensen said the

communications team has not finalized a
design, but the work has provided enough
direction to move forward.

Other takeaways from the March SVCA
Board of Directors Meetings:

e Board Member Sonia Voldt reminded
everyone that 2023 is the 50th Anniversary
of Sudden Valley’s incorporation. Voldt
also said that there are still openings for
committees and people should consider
joining by contacting the main office, or
signing up through the website.

« Jensen offered a reminder to the com-
munity that culvert cleaning is happening
and community members may notice con-
struction crews at work.

“Please be aware that culvert cleaning
and inspection work is ongoing,’ Jensen
said.

¢ Jensen also said the sauna in the adult
center is closed in February for evaluation
and repair.

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Long distance connectivity comes to Sudden Valley trails

SUDDEN VALLEY — When
Whatcom County completes its
planned Lookout Mountain trail
program, Sudden Valley will have
a direct connection to two Na-
tional Scenic Trails.

A connection between the
Lookout Mountain trail system
and the 1200-mile Pacific North-
west Trail (PNT) is part of the
County’s park development plan.

Hikers will be able to walk out
of their door, enter the Lookout
Mountain trails, hike to Squires
Lake Park just north of Alger and
pick up the PNT.

Turn east on the PNT and
go to Glacier National Park in
Montana. Turn west on the PNT
and go to the Pacific Ocean and
Olympic National Park.

If more hiking is in your plans,
turn south on the Pacific Crest
Trail (PCT) where the two trails
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intersect east of Ross Lake, then
continue hiking to California.

For a day hike, try the PNT
trails on Blanchard Mountain,
located four miles west of Al-
ger. Blanchard Mountain is well
known for Samish Overlook, Oys-
ter Dome, Lily Lake and Lizard
Lake.

First responders save life at Mt.

Cardiac arrest survivor Bill
Bishop, 63, recently met the
many rescuers who saved his life
following a sudden cardiac arrest
at the Mt. Baker Ski area this past
February.

According to a March 24 press
release from Whatcom County
EMS, Bill Bishop was seen skiing
a particularly challenging and
technical line at the Mt. Baker Ski
Area and subsequently was found
unconscious and unresponsive
lower down the run.

Fortunately, a community
team of professional rescuers,
both on and off-duty were able

to extricate, resuscitate, stabilize
and evacuate Bishop to the hos-
pital.

More than 21 medical re-
sponders contributed to Bishop’s
survival that day. While compli-
cated by technical back-country
terrain and significant distance
to a medical facility, this success
was attributed to high-perfor-
mance CPR, immediate airway
control and continued defibrilla-
tion by experienced rescuers at
the ski area, allowing Bishop to
arrive alive at the hospital.

The Mt. Baker Ski Patrol, Aid
Room staff and off-duty health-

care professionals who respond-
ed are part of the larger emergen-
cy medical services and health
care community that did not
hesitate to help. “This community
effort and willingness to respond
in a difficult situation are ma-
jor contributors to this success,”
said Dr. Marvin Wayne, Whatcom
EMS Medical Program Director.

SUDDEN VALLEY — You might
ask, what is ham radio? It is a non-
commercial, low-power, two-way
radio for public use.

Ham radio has a rich history. It
began in the 1890s and was initial-
ly termed wireless telegraphy. By
1910, there was an amateur radio
craze that lead to radio interfer-
ence problems.

The Radio Act of 1912 assigned
amateur radio to short wave —
200 meter wavelength or shorter
— and established licensing re-
quirements. A few years later, the
American Radio Relay League
(ARRL) was founded to represent
the interests of amateur radio op-
erators.

Ham radio covers a huge range
of activities, from chatting (also
called rag chewing) to hams in
your neighborhood to contact-
ing hams on another continent.
If you really want to get into ham
radio, you can bounce signals off
the moon, take up contests where
you contact as many stations as
possible in an allotted timeframe,
or even contact the International
Space Station.

Not only is it a hobby, but ham
radio is also an important way to
communicate. In an emergency,
it may be the only one that works.
Phone service and internet may
both be overloaded or fail com-

pletely.

Walkie-talkie radios have very
short range and don’t work well
between buildings.

However, even a $50 hand-held
ham radio has a range of several
miles under most conditions and
is much more likely to give a clear
signal.

Ham operators all over Sudden
Valley contact each other when-
ever it snows, or during power
outages, or to get answers to ques-
tions, or to just rag chew.

In a major emergency the 911
service may be swamped with
calls, but our hams could talk to
each other and to an operator at
a central location, usually the fire
station, who can relay messages
to and from the emergency com-
mand center for Whatcom Coun-

The Sudden Valley Amateur
Radio Club (SVARC) practices reg-
ularly, so that we know the system
is working well. However, there
are large areas in the valley that
have few or no ham operators. For

those areas, we wouldn’t be able
to get the vital information need-
ed to mount an effective response.

Sudden Valley could really use
more ham radio operators. What
is required to operate a ham ra-
dio? An FCC license, which means
that you have to study and pass a
test. (No, you don’t have to learn
Morse code.)

The SVARC is currently consid-
ering holding a technician level
training course within the next six
months in Sudden Valley

Once you have a license, you
can be on the air and have fun
in our radio club where you can
meet enthusiasts with all levels of
technical ability.

After getting the technician
license, you can go on to higher-
grade licenses (general and extra)
and radios that can span conti-
nents, or you can become part of
a local network regularly contact-
ing other hams in the area, or get
involved in the local emergency
services network.

There are endless possibilities
once you have your license.

The technician class is held at
the South Whatcom Fire Station
NO. 22 and involves 18 hours of
classroom time held over six eve-
ning sessions spanning several
weeks. It is followed by an offici-
ated exam.

The class is free and the recom-
mended book, ARRL's Tech Q&aA,
costs less than $20. It costs $15 to
take the test. It's a bargain.

The Sudden Valley Amateur Radio Club meets the first
Monday of the month at 6:30 p.m. at the fire station.
Anyone is welcome to come visit who may be interested
in ham radio.

projects to “rejuvenate the core
there in the rec corridor” and
serve as a way to determine how
to proceed.

“We’re not actually sure the
courts are getting much use at
all, so by repairing this court the
intent is to track if it’s being used
so we can evaluate if it’s a rea-
sonable investment to do some-
thing similar for the marina
courts because they're equally
in bad shape,” Jensen said.

Grant to fund real-time traffic communications
system for drivers crossing US-Canada border

WASHINGTON, D.C. — March
23, U.S. Senators Maria Cantwell
(D-WA) and Patty Murray (D-WA)
announced that the Whatcom
Council of Governments will re-
ceive a $458,000 grant for the first
phase of a binational project to
replace the antiquated wait time
communications system at the

U.S.-Canada border.

The grant was awarded by the
U.S. Department of Transporta-
tion’s Strengthening Mobility and

Revolutionizing  Transportation
(SMART) discretionary grant pro-
gram.

The SMART program was estab-
lished under the Biden-Harris In-
frastructure Law (BIL) to fund
deployment of advanced smart
community technologies and sys-
tems in order to improve transpor-
tation efficiency and safety.

Cantwell said that each year,
more than 4.7 million personal ve-
hicles and 500,000 freight trucks
rely on the ports-of-entry in What-
com County to cross the U.S.-Can-
ada border.

“This federal grant will help re-
place that system with real-time,
sensor-based  technology that
keeps drivers in the loop and allows
them to choose their optimal bor-
der crossing times,” Sen. Cantwell
said.

The Whatcom Council of Gov-
ernments is working with the
Washington State Department of

Transportation (WSDOT) and the
BC Ministry of Transportation &
Infrastructure (BCMOTI) to replace
the public wait time communica-
tion system at all four Whatcom
County/Lower Mainland BC land
ports-of-entry: Peace Arch, Pacific
Highway, Lynden, and Sumas.

The current system uses
20-year-old technology and isn’t
fully accurate. It often miscounts
vehicles, and the fixed cameras
can’t be moved when border
authorities change how lanes are
used.

The new system will use the lat-
est sensor-based technology to re-
port real-time wait times at all four
crossings, in both directions, for
commercial and personal vehicles.
Drivers will be able to use this in-
formation to anticipate wait times
and schedule their optimal cross-
ing window.

The grant funds the planning
phase, when WSDOT and BCMOTI
will work together to determine the
best technology solution. The agen-
cies hope to launch the new system
in 2025.

the existing structure.

There was even a bid to build a
concrete bridge inside of the exist-
ing structure.

However, Roger G. Young, Inc.,
Redmond, noted in a letter at-
tached to his bid that “to build a
new concrete bridge inside of an
existing log bridge is an expensive
and risky undertaking”

The SVCA Board members di-
rected management to solicit more
bids, advertising the projectin trade
journals and newspapers from ar-

eas between Blaine and Portland.

Sadly, preservation efforts were
too costly, and in early 1989, the
Board made the tough decision to
demolish the bridge.
